
CATERPILLAR ENGINE FAULT CODE DIAGNOSTICS 
 

 ROADTEC MILLING MACHINES ARE EQUIPPED WITH ELECTRONICALLY 
CONTROLLED ENGINES. THESE ENGINES OPERATE SMOOTHER, PRODUCE 
MORE HORSE POWER AND ARE MORE FUEL EFFICIENT THAN THEIR 
PREDECESSORS. ANOTHER BENEFIT OF AN ELECTRONICALLY CONTROLLED 
ENGINE IS THE ABILITY TO DIAGNOSE ENGINE MALFUNCTIONS THROUGH A 
SYSTEM OF FAULT CODES. WHEN A CATEPILLAR ENGINE EXPERIENCES A 
MALFUNCTION, THERE WILL BE A SERIES OF FLASHES BY THE ENGINE 
DIAGNOSTIC LAMP (FIGURE 1). TO UNDERSTAND WHAT IS GOING ON WITH THE 
ENGINE, THE OPERATOR OR TECHNICIAN MUST BE ABLE TO INTERPRET 
THESE FAULT CODES WHEN THEY APPEAR. THE REMAINDER OF THIS 
PROCEDURE, ARE EXCERPTS TAKEN FROM THE CATEPILLAR ENGINE 
OPERATIONS MANUAL. READ THE FOLLOWING EXPLANATIONS AND FLASH 
CODE CHART WHEN ENGINE FAULTS OCCUR. 
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
